Trials (3 times). Also, Le JOG (class win) and Rally of the Tests (class win). Some
HRG cars have also taken part in the Mille Miglia.
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Speed Hill-Climbs and Sprints:
H.R.G cars have competed, and won many awards, at speed events in the UK.

Some cars have also held class records and some of these still stand after 15 or more
years.

Venues include Shelsey Walsh, Prescott (short and long course), Curborough, Loton
Park, Wiscombe Park, Brooklands and Goodwood.
Reliability Trials and Production Car Trials and Sporting Trials:

HRG cars have competed in many different trials events all through the 1960s to the
2020s both in the VSCC, MCC and other clubs.

There have been very many gold, silver, and bronze awards in the three Motor Cycling
Club (MCC) Classic Trials - The Land’s End, Exeter Trial, and Edinburgh Trials - as
well as several class wins, team awards, and “triple” awards.

Several one-day sporting trials and championships have also been won in HRGs in the
